Gov. Perry Signs Nine
NRA Back ed Bills
Monday, June 20, 2005

Fairfax, VA — Texas Governor Rick Perry has signed nine Na-
tional Rifle Association (NRA) supported bills seeking to re-
fine existing gun laws, extend protections for lawful gun own-
ers and reduce barriers for gun ownership.

Chris W. Cox, NRA chief lobbyigt, stated, “We would like to

thank Governor Perry for signing these hills. The great state of

Texas, once again, leads the way to protect and strengthen the

rights of all law abiding citizens.”

Governor Perry stated, “The right to keep and bear arms is a

fundamental right of every law-abiding citizen in our country.

This legidation will clarify existing firearms laws, enhance

protections for law-abiding gun owners and reduce barriers for

gun ownership.”

Gov. Perry signed:

- House Bill 225 (Driver) extends the renewal period for a
concealed handgun license from four to five years without
anincrease renewa fee.

House Bill 322 (Hupp) reduces all fees for a concealed
handgun license for military members by 50% and lowers
the age from 21 to 18 for members of the military to obtain
a concealed handgun license.

House Bill 685 (Rose) exempts military members and vet-
erans from taking the range portion of the concealed hand-
gun process if they had been weapons certified in the mili-
tary within the past five years prior to application for the
license.

House Bill 1483 (Frost) expands methods by which appli-
cants for a concealed handgun license may pay the fees to
include check, cash, and credit card. Currently, only cash-
iers checks and money orders are accepted.

"Before a standing army can rule, the people must be
disarmed; as they are in amost every kingdom of
Europe. The supreme power in America cannot en-
force unjust laws by the sword; because the whole
body of the people are armed, and constitute a force
superior to any bands of regular troops that can be, on

"To preserve liberty, it is essential that the whole
body of people always possess arms, and be taught
alike especially when young, how to wuse
them." (Richard Henry Lee, 1788, Initiator of the
Declaration of Independence, and member of the first
Senate, which passed the Bill of Rights.)

"That the said Constitution shall never be construed
to authorize Congress to infringe the just liberty of
the press or the rights of conscience; or to prevent the
people of The United States who are peaceable citi-
zens from keeping their own arms..." (Samuel Ad-
ams) Walter Bennett, ed., Letters from the Federa
Farmer to the Republican, at 21,22,124(Univ. of Ala
bama Press, 1975).

George Washington, General, Continental Army
(Ret.): "Firearms are second only to the Constitution
in importance; they are the people's liberty's teeth.”
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Should gun owners who have a permit
to carry a concealed firearm in their
State have the right to also carry the
concealed weapon in other U.S. States?
Congressman Ron Paul of Texas has
introduced the "Second Amendment
Restoration Act," H.R. 407, to secure
this right. H.R. 407 would require that
the States abide by the concealed carry
rights of those who have permits or li-
censes, or who is otherwise entitled to
carry a concealed firearm by the law of
the person's state of residence. There are
42 U.S. States which issue concealed
handgun permits. In Vermont, a citizen
has the right to carry a firearm without
permits. If H.R. 407 passes, the Ver-
monter would have the right to carry it
in any other State without a permit.

Ron Paul's bill is an extension of similar
policy for marriage and driving licenses.
The U.S. States recognize the legal mar-
riages of other States and also driver's
licenses issued by other States. The
States do not all now officially honor
the concealed weapon permits of the
other States. Some States do not alow
reciprocity but issue permits to non-
residents.

The problem with concealed weapons is
that criminals carry them and use them
against their victims. But criminals are
already outside the law, so they carry
the weapon law or no law. Concealed
weapon permit holders are seldom the
perpetrators of violent crimes. The
benefit of concealed weapons is that
law-abiding citizens are able to protect
themselves when traveling. Also, the
only policy that reduces multiple-victim
shootings is a law allowing the carrying
of a concealed weapon

Some States have "shall issue” laws
which provide permits to qualified indi-
viduals with little discretion. Most
deaths and injuries from multiple shoot-
ings occur in States without such laws.
In States which adopted "shall issue’
laws, the rate of injury and murder
dropped. Laws permitting concealed

weapons have resulted in a reduction of |

murder and other violent crime by about

10 percent. Vermont, which has the |

least redtrictive gun laws, also has a

very low rate of violent crime. The great-
est fall in murder rates are in places where
a high number of women carry conceaed
weapons. According to information pro-
vided by Ron Paul in his bill, citizens use
guns to defend themselves more than
6000 times a day, and they shoot and kill
over 1500 criminals a year, twice the
number killed by police.

Constitutionally, the U.S. second and
fourteenth amendments provide for the
right to keep and carry arms, and for the
States to honor the rights and liberties of
all citizens. As a practical matter, the evi-
dence suggests that laws providing for the
right to carry a concealed firearm provide
far more protection than danger. The po-
lice cannot be everywhere, and so the job
of defense from crime belongs to the peo-
ple as well asthe police.

We have read the horrible stories of mas-
sacres in Timor, Rwanda, Cambodia,
Yugoslavia, and too many other places. If
the victims were well armed, would these
tragedies have happened? It would not
have been so easy.

Most folks would like to live in neighbor-
hood and a world where there are few
guns, and everyone is safe. To achieve
such a world would require fundamental
changes in laws, taxation, voting, and a
paradigm shift in public knowledge and
attitudes. Since such a change will not
come within the near future, it seems to
me that the supreme human right is the
right to defend oneself from violent at-
tack, and that for those who choose it, a
concealed weapon is aright that should be
respected.

For those who do not like guns and don't
own or use them, the fact that many oth-
ers do have and carry them protects us all
also, since a potential criminal does not
know in advance who has a concealed
weapon. If he thinks | might be packing,
he may avoid the risk.

SWAT Magazine recently put out afine
article on the NAA Guardian. Since that
article was published, NAA pulled a fast
one on us. They came out with a new
one.

What they did was create a new caliber
called the “.32NAA”. What they did was
simply neck down the .380ACP case to
accept a 60 grain, .32 caliber JHP bullet.
Thisis one of those simple little kinds of
alchemy that really does produce pure
gold. These loads are being rolled out by
Cor-Bon. The guys at Cor-Bon are very
good at wringing out all the speed you
can get out of a cartridge. As a side ef-
fect, NAA has created a new genre of
small handguns. You can't cal
the .32NAA Guardian a mouse-gun. It's
just too vicious to be a mouse-gun. It's
more of arat-gun.

The Guardian it's self is a slight modifi-
cation of the .380 Guardian. This is a
good thing, even for a .32 caliber pistol.
The dightly smaller .32 Guardian is in
my opinion too small. The .380 size fills
the hand enough to get a good firm grip.
When you touch off one of these little
bottlenecked mini-magnums, you will
appreciate the size and heft of the larger
framed gun. The gun is quite snappy.
“Brisk” is a good word to describe it.
Other words that come to mind are
“Angry” and “Rabid”. It's loud. It spits a
big fireball. It hurts your hand. The round
it's self looks and shoots like a miniatur-
ized .357SIG. That can only be a good
thing for a personal defense cartridge.

Opinions from those who | showed the
gun and cartridge too were "That is so
AWESOME", "Interesting, very interest-
ing", and "Whoa." Needless to say all the
impressions were positive. Including the
comment "Oh, that's cute, the Japanese
miniaturized the .357 SIG." Compared to
aregular .380 Guardian, the recail pulse

feels about the same, but “sharper”. But
not quite as sharp as Pro-Load's
hot .380ACP offerings.

Our chrony was reading some different
numbers than what was quoted to my by
NAA and printed on the box... We ob-
served a 1250 FPS average, with about a
+/- 5FPS spread.
A couple shots
were approach-
ing the 13 mark.
These  higher
numbers  were
probably due to =
the higher alti-
tude where were @
shooting at.
These velocities
are gsmilar to

standard  9MM
loads. We only
had a limited

number of Cor-Bon factory loads, so we
carefully crafted some handloads. Our
reloads couldn't match Cor-Bon's at
only 1,000 to 1,125 FPS. We didn’'t want
to push it any more that that so we
stopped there. All the shots fired were
accurate and the gun was perfectly reli-
able with all the factory loads. The Cor-
Bon boxed said the velocity was
1,200FPS, but | didn't record a single
shot that dow. After a good shooting
session, my hand was red and sore. Here
| sit at my computer 5 hours later, and
my right hand is still quite sore... even
my wrist. In fact, my wrist feels like it's
jammed. Ouch. The Advil hasn't kicked
in yet. This isn't a gun for extended
shooting sessions. It's meant for a more
serious purpose. The defense of your
life.

NAA told me that these loads have acal-
culated Fuller Index of 62% One Shot
Stops. Thisisavery interesting claim, as
at 62% the .32NAA is doing better than
a .380ACP loaded with Golden Sabers
which only reach 52%. But who’s count-
ing Fuller Index anyway? It's a rather
flawed methodology for making com-
parisons.

| use a smple calculation to compare
handgun loads. | call it the Defensive
Power Factor, and it's a dlight variation
of aclassic that most readers may recog-
nize. Bullet weight in grains, X Caliber,
X Veocity in FPS, divided by 1000.
Running these numbers, we see that this
load is superior to al .32ACP loads and
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just as good or Dbetter than
many .380ACP loads. The DPF formula
favors big heavy bullets, as do I. It also
doesn't try calculate expansion. | have
always figured expansion as a bonus and
not something to bank on. The .32NAA
load does however expand quite well.
Every shot
fired into the
Fackler Box
we used for
testing ex-
panded nicely.
Not all
the .380s we
fired ex-
panded, and
none frag-
mented. Some
of the .32
slugs showed
signs of frag-
mentation. Some slugs seemed to have
virtually exploded. This may have caused
alot of grinsin those observing the tests,
but is a debatable quality in a defensive
bullet. It will be interesting to see
the .32NAA loaded with slugs such as
the Gold Dot, and Hydra Shok... loads
that | didn't have on hand at the time of
testing.

Please remember, this is a pocket pistol.
This is what you carry when your not
carrying your gun. You can drop this lit-
tle gun into a pocket. It as every advan-
tage that a small gun has, just with more
power. I've carried the Guardian for a
week using various methods. The pocket
carry method is fast and easy. With a
leather jacket, it's amost natural. You
forget it's there. In the front pocket of a
pair of jeans, it's fast and easy, but you
never forget it's there. It doesn't look like
you have a gun, your just happy to see
everyone. This could be a good thing in
the right crowd. But | digress. The pro-
vided method of carry with the De Santi
pouch is sometimes awkward. The pouch
carries the gun nicely, and never realy
attracts any looks. You forget its there.
The strong metal spring clip latches onto
the belt nicely and holds it very secure.
It's just sometimes a pain in the rear
echelon to remove.

I'm really not one for mouse-guns, 1I'd
rather pack a small 9MM. However there
are times and places where even a small
Nine is too big. In those cases,
the .32NAA Guardian is perfect.
